1 Original Master Recordings are exclusively transferred from 
the original stereo master tape that the musicians recorded in 
the studio (not from a second, third or fourth generation copy of 
that master tape).

S o u n d Lab's exclusive half-speed mastering process, thus cap­
turing every nuance o f s o u n d from the master tape.

M o b i l e F i d e l i t y S o u n d L a b t akes the o p p o s i t e a p ­
proach . . . spending as m u c h t ime and m o n e y as is neces­
sary to achieve the highest quality and mos t sonically 
spectacular products for its customers.

A: The number one consideration affecting the selection o f 
n e w Original Master Recording releases is sonic quality.

The 
overriding consideration is master tape quality.. .not artist 
popularity. A l b u m s by s o m e o f the biggest "names" i n 
contemporary mus ic have been deemed unacceptable b y 
Mobi l e Fidelity S o u n d Lab because o f inferior recording or 
product ion standards. Another key consideration is based 
o n the variety o f mus ic involved. The 100-pIus titles that 
comprise the Original Master Recordings catalogue repre­
sent every key mus ica l genre: rock, classical, jazz , pop , 
soul , country a n d blues. There is an Original Master Re­
cording for every mus ica l taste.
